COMMUNITY CENTRES & HALLS

Are there any public liability requirements?
Individuals making a casual booking for a
private function will be covered for public
liability under Council's “Hirer's Insurance
Policy”. An excess of $2,500 will be payable by
the hirer for any property damage claims
made under this policy.
It is the hirer's responsibility to obtain Public
Liability Insurance for any service used for the
event (e.g. jumping castle, caterer, disc jockey,
musicians).
Incorporated bodies, commercial groups and
sporting clubs must have Public Liability
Insurance of not less than $10 million. All hirers
must provide a certificate of currency before
hiring the community centre.

COMMUNITY CENTRES & HALLS:

Can I decorate the room?
Yes. Council provides guidelines for the use of
decorations to ensure easy removal without
damage to the venue.

Can we have alcohol at our function?

Do you provide catering?

How do I pay for and collect a key?

Are there any charges if I cancel my booking?

Yes. Obtaining a permit so alcohol can be
served (but not sold).

Hirers arrange function catering, including the
provision of crockery/utensils/cookware. Most
kitchens have a stove, fridge, pie warmer,
microwave and Zip hot water system.

Council's Customer Service Centre processes
booking payments/bonds and issues keys. A
bond is required within 10 days of booking and
is refunded within 3-4 weeks after the
function, provided there is no damage,
cleaning or security call-out costs to deduct.
Hire fees are payable one month before your
function. The key must be collected the Friday
before your function and returned on the first
business day afterwards.

Yes. Depending on when the booking is
cancelled, administration fees apply. You will
be advised at the time of cancellation. Regular
hirers are required to pay for any event
cancelled with less than one week's notice.

Each centre has an advertised maximum
capacity that cannot be exceeded.

Your booking includes your set-up and cleaning
time. Any extra time is charged at an hourly rate.
