e The use of texture, scale, proportion, materials and colour, use of space and the quality of each
individual space
e The inclusion of composting, recycling functions

The use of materials and elements to enhance the design:
e Quality of those materials and elements
e Student artworks, signage and seating/education space
e The diversity of plant material to achieve visual and productivity benefits for the garden
